
DESERT HORIZONS 


Throwovers & Cushion Covers





"Items marketed as a throwover for sofas, etc should comply with the Furniture & Furnishings (Fire Safety) Regulations 1988."    So says a letter to WONDERWORLD,  supplier of our "Desert Horizons" throws, West Yorkshire Trading Standards - March 1999.   These regulations require cotton throwovers to be treated with chemical fire retardants if intended for sofas, chairs, etc.





"Desert Horizons" natural-dye hand block printed unbleached cotton throwovers and cushion covers have NOT  been treated with fire retardant chemicals. 





Bed linen is EXEMPT from the above regulations.    Therefore "Desert Horizons" throwovers are deemed suitable for use on beds or mattresses.    However the same throwovers used as coverings for settees, sofas or chairs would under, the 1988 regulations, constitute a FIRE HAZARD.    Therefore we do not present "Desert Horizons" cotton throwovers for this purpose.





"Desert Horizons" cushion covers for use on beds, sofas, mattresses, etc are made from the same untreated cotton fabric as throwovers.   However they are NOT  covered by the 1988 regulations and are therefore deemed suitable for use on sofas, chairs, etc.   In any case we advise that ALL cotton throwovers are kept away from flame or excessive heat.
